We believe this places you in a lower risk category to develop anal cancer.  

Our recommendations regarding future screening are as follows:

1. You should have semi-annual rectal exams with your family physician.  Any new growths should be investigated.

2. When screening for anal cancer becomes available in Ontario, you should speak to your family doctor about being screened regularly

3. If you notice new growths, bleeding or anal pain, you should see your family doctor.
